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I. Executive Summary

Seniors may be delaying treatment for conditions that are common among the elderly, resulting in expensive health consequences that may be prevented with medication at less cost.  The lack of a Medicare prescription drug benefit may be contributing to the problem.  

Depression, diabetes and osteoporosis are three of the most common, debilitating and expensive diseases of aging – significantly impacting seniors’ quality of life and driving up health care costs.  

· Depression affects 15 of every 100 adults over 65 in the U.S., more than six million Americans.  When properly diagnosed and treated, 70-80% will recover and lead productive lives, but 15% of those with untreated depression ultimately commit suicide.

· By age 75, one in five seniors have diabetes, affecting 17 million Americans.  Diabetics are three times more likely than non-diabetics to require hospitalization.

· Osteoporosis affects 25-28 million people in the U.S., and the lifetime risk is enormous – nearly one in two women and one in five men.  Hip fractures alone amount to $10-$14 billion in health care expenditures.

A review of Medicare data in six states indicates that seniors may be delaying treatment for these illnesses until they are so acute they require expensive hospitalization.  Each of these illnesses can be effectively treated with medication.  Seniors who treat these illnesses early and consistently with medication therapy are far less likely to suffer the most acute effects of these diseases.  In the case of each of these diseases, medication therapy is significantly less expensive than hospitalization and other acute-phase interventions.  Studies show many seniors (one in four) fail to fill prescriptions because they lack prescription drug coverage.  By treating these conditions early with medication therapy, millions of dollars in acute care inpatient hospitalizations can be saved.  
A recent study highlights the reality that while 90% of Medicare clients annually require prescription medication, 77% require these medications on an ongoing basis. Meanwhile, almost a third of Medicare clients have no supplemental prescription medication coverage.  These are the seniors (typically low income) who put off seeking early primary care for chronic illnesses that can be effectively managed by medication until they reach serious and often life-threatening levels. This circumstance most commonly results in seniors seeking hospitalization for chronic conditions that could have been treated earlier at a fraction of the hospitalization costs.

For example:

· Medicare clients with no supplemental drug coverage each year order 32% fewer prescription medications (16 instead of 21) because of lack of access to a comprehensive national prescription medication program.

· Approximately 20% of those below 150% of the poverty level without health care coverage purchase no prescription medications – irrespective of their needs – because they don’t have the resources. 

This study examines the in-patient hospital costs associated with three illnesses common to seniors that usually can be prevented or managed with prescription medications:  depression, diabetes and osteoporosis.  The six states included in the study are Arizona, Arkansas, Georgia, Florida, Texas, and North Carolina.

Summary of findings

Depression

Major depression is very common in seniors.  So common, in fact, that the acute care hospital figures examined for this study significantly underestimate its prevalence and cost. This condition often is not diagnosed or coded (to protect privacy). Many studies show that depression can not only lead to hospitalization (often because of suicide risk), but also can prolong the hospitalization when it occurs concurrent with other medical conditions.

Since 70% of patients respond to medication therapy, it is reasonable to conclude that a large percentage of hospitalizations due directly to depression are preventable.  In the case of depression, complicating medical illnesses have been shown to increase hospitalization (frequency and duration) and negatively impact the prognosis.  As an example, patients with cardiovascular disease and depression have more cardiac events, require more procedures, and have a higher mortality than their non-depressed comparators. Undoubtedly a large fraction of these elders were those Medicare clients that did not have prescription drug coverage. 

Findings  

· Medicare payment for acute care hospital treatment of 13,510 elders with depression cost Medicare $90 million in 2001 with a per-patient cost of $6,666.

· If all 13,510 elders who were admitted to acute care hospitals in the six states examined had had adequate access to care and were treated with prescription medication at an average annual cost of $1,000 each for each person with the condition, the total drug cost would be $13.5 million annually.  If just 70% were successfully treated with drug therapy alone, the potential Medicare savings would be $49.5 million annually. 

· Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, these savings could conservatively amount to $247.5 million annually.

Diabetes

Diabetes (predominantly Type 2) is extremely common in the elderly.  Hospitalization with diabetes is usually due to one of three reasons: 

· Uncontrolled diabetes manifesting itself as very high blood sugars (this would be a minority in this population as most Type 2 diabetics are not insulin dependent); 

· The microvascular complications of diabetes (renal disease, retinal disease and neuropathy); and,

· Cardiovascular disease including coronary artery disease and peripheral vascular disease. 

All three are amenable to prevention or treatment with pharmaceuticals.  There are many pharmaceutical options that make it possible to achieve good blood sugar control in most diabetics.  Control of the blood sugar has been shown to prevent or slow the progression of the microvascular complications in both Type 1 and 2 diabetes. The use of ACE inhibitors has also been demonstrated to halt or limit the condition.

Findings

· Approximately $197 million in Medicare spending for diabetes was expended among 30,501 elders in 2001 in acute care hospital settings across the six states.

· Of those treated, 23,670 had conditions that were minor, moderate or not rated; spending for these cases was $119.4 million or $5,043 per patient.  

· Assuming only half of these hospitalizations could be prevented with early detection, intervention and treatment with prescription drugs (based on an estimated per-person medication cost of $441 per year), the total cost for medication alone would be $10.4 million.  That means the potential annual Medicare savings would be $49.2 million.

· Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, the total savings could amount to $246 million annually.

Osteoporosis

Osteoporosis is one of the most common, largely preventable diseases of aging.  Researchers indicate a variety of agents have been shown effective in preventing or treating osteoporosis and preventing fractures.  These include bisphosphonates, hormone replacement therapy, and raloxifene.  Early detection, treatment with prescription medication and other outpatient care is effective in reducing the severity, cost and complications of osteoporosis. 

Findings

· In total, Medicare expended $11.4 million in treating 1,386 osteoporosis patients over the six states examined in acute care hospitals in 2001.

· Approximately $5.3 million of this Medicare spending was for treating the 767 cases that were classified as minor or moderate or unclassified cases of osteoporosis.  If we assume just these 767 cases were diagnosed early and properly treated with effective prescription medication (at an estimated per-person medication cost of $1,500 annually), the total costs for medication would be $1.15 million annually.  The potential six-state Medicare savings alone would be $4.1 million annually.

· Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, these savings could amount to $20.5 million annually.

Conclusion

The potential aggregate savings that could incur from expanding prescription medication coverage to Medicare elders for the three chronic medical conditions across the six states studied is $102.8 million. Nationally these estimates for these three chronic conditions alone could sum to $514 million.  The potential nationwide savings from expanding access to prescription medications go well beyond these estimates if this analysis were expanded to a larger number of conditions.  

Increased access to prescription medications would improve the quality of life of our elders, reduce long-term acute care hospital costs, and ultimately save millions through the broader use of medications that can stabilize conditions and help seniors avoid high-cost acute care and hospitalizations.

 II. Introduction
The leading edge of the post WW II baby boom generation is rapidly approaching retirement age and soon will swell the ranks of the elderly and make that group the most rapidly growing segment of the U.S. population. Almost 60 years after the end of WW II, the U.S. and the other parts of the developed world are aging rapidly. At the turn of the 21st century, Florida’s elderly constituted 18.5% of the population. Between 2003 and 2006 the nations of Italy, Japan, Germany and Italy will match this profile with the UK, France and Canada close behind.
  The U.S. population will pass this 18.5% elderly benchmark in 2023 and, shortly thereafter, one in four people across the U.S. (and the developed world) will be 65 or older, up from one in seven today.  In 1995, elders outnumbered college-age youth by two to one.  By 2040, elders will dominate those youth by four to one.

Access to better public health care services, newer technologies, increased safety across our culture, greater awareness of the importance of exercise and proper nutrition, and new and improved medication all are contributing to a much higher quality of life and an associated extension of the average life expectancy among the elderly in the U.S. (and other parts of the world).  While a child born in the U.S. as recently as 1929 could only expect to live 57.1 years, the average age has been extended by almost 20 years to 76.7 for a child born in 2000.

Availability of newer medications could have a dramatic effect on the quality and length of life of a number of our seniors and result in considerable cost savings at the same time.  This study will examine the acute care inpatient hospitalization frequency, length-of-stay, and Medicare costs of treatment and condition severity for three chronic conditions typically affecting the elderly: diabetes, depression and osteoporosis.  These are but a few of the numerous chronic illnesses that can and should be treated in a primary care setting with proper prescription medication, but are often left untreated by a number of elders in the U.S. due to limited resources and the lack of a prescription drug benefit.

The study will estimate a range of potential Medicare cost savings if prescription medications were available in these states, and the greater savings possible if care was rendered in a primary care setting with appropriate drug therapy rather than an acute care hospital setting. 

III. Overview
REVIEW OF MEDICARE CLIENT COSTS, LENGTH OF STAY, SEVERITY OF ILLNESS, AND FREQUENCY OF HOSPITALIZATION FOR THREE CONDITIONS TREATABLE IN A PRIMARY CARE SETTING WITH PRESCRIPTION MEDICATION:  A PROFILE OF SIX STATES

One method researchers use to assess the potential effects of providing broader access to prescription medication is an evaluation of the costs of public and private health care expenditures for services that should be dealt with in a primary care setting, but instead is treated in acute care sites at a considerably higher cost.
  This study will evaluate the likely impact on acute care hospital Medicare costs if seniors had broader access to medications used to treat three common, chronic ailments.

The analysis in this section of the report completes a case study of 2001 Medicare recipient hospitalization frequency, total Medicare expenditures and lengths-of-stay for three categories of chronic illness (diabetes, osteoporosis and depression) that are often treatable in a primary care setting with significant success by using prescription medications early in the illness. Osteoporosis, diabetes and depression are three of the most common, debilitating and expensive diseases of aging, significantly impacting seniors’ quality of life and driving up health care costs.  

Each of these illnesses is effectively treated with medication.  Seniors who treat these illnesses early and consistently with medication therapy are far less likely to suffer the most acute effects of these diseases. In the case of each of these diseases, medication therapy is significantly less expensive than hospitalization and other acute-phase interventions.  Studies show many seniors (one in four) fail to fill prescriptions because they lack prescription drug coverage
. 

A range of alternate scenarios and possible cost savings are then evaluated assuming all seniors had access through a national prescription drug benefit plan to these medications in a primary care setting. This analysis will selectively evaluate these three conditions, drawing upon data from six states.  But the results may be applied to other disease states and extrapolated, producing a much higher level of savings.

The six states examined are Arizona, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, North Carolina and Texas.  The three illnesses traditionally treated in primary care settings with significant success if proper prescription medication is provided include depression, osteoporosis and diabetes.  Each condition is classified by level of severity.  The definition of severity is provided in the Appendix (Section Five).

The first part of this section will profile the nature, frequency and national costs associated with osteoporosis, diabetes and depression. The next section will quantify the frequency, length of stay, charges and final Medicare cost to treat these conditions in seniors across each state from the most recent Medicare data for calendar year 2001.  No exact estimate of the number of Medicare hospital patients evaluated in this study can be made to determine how many of these clients did not have access to prescription medication coverage.  However, earlier research
 indicates that almost a third of Medicare clients have no drug coverage and these are the very clients most likely to not seek medication early in a chronic illness.  Without the resources to access prescription medications, patients (particularly low-income patients) with these chronic conditions deteriorate, leading to serious and often life threatening complications that lead to hospitalization. At this point, the cost of treatment of these chronic conditions is a factor of four to 12 times higher than comparable primary care settings if treated early in a primary care setting with appropriate prescription medication.

The last part of the analysis will blend together these data and the literature review to estimate the range of savings possible if the Medicare clients had secured appropriate prescription medication early enough in a primary care setting.

IV. Data and Analysis

Depression

Incidence

In any given one-year period, 9.5% of the population, or about 18.8 million American adults, suffer from a depressive illness. The economic cost of this disorder is high, but the cost in human suffering cannot be estimated. Depressive illnesses often interfere with normal functioning and cause pain and suffering not only to those who have a disorder, but also to those who care about them. Serious depression can destroy family life as well as the life of the ill person. But much of this suffering is unnecessary. 

Although depression is a treatable disease, about 80% of episodes of depression are not diagnosed and treated.
 Most people with a depressive illness do not seek treatment, although the great majority – even those whose depression is extremely severe – can be helped. Newer medications help restore 70%-80% of patients to normal functioning.  In contrast, 15% of those with untreated depression ultimately commit suicide. Many studies show that depression can not only lead to hospitalization (often because of suicide risk) but also can prolong the hospitalization when it occurs concurrent with other medical conditions.

According to the National Institute of Health the term depression has been variably used to describe a symptom, a syndrome, or a disease: 

“…depression is used in the broad sense to describe a syndrome that includes a constellation of physiological, affective, and cognitive manifestations. As listed in the current American Psychiatric Association Diagnostic and Statistical Manual (DSM-IIIR), criteria for the diagnosis of depression include: (1) changes in appetite and weight; (2) disturbed sleep; (3) motor agitation or retardation; (4) fatigue and loss of energy; (5) depressed or irritable mood; (6) loss of interest or pleasure in usual activities; (7) feelings of worthlessness, self-reproach, excessive guilt; (8) suicidal thinking or attempts; and (9) difficulty with thinking or concentration. Depression may range in severity from mild symptoms to more severe forms that include delusional thinking, excessive somatic concern, and suicidal ideation, over longer periods of time. The DSM-IIIR requires the presence of at least five of the symptoms listed above for a diagnosis of major depressive episode. Concurrent medical conditions are frequently present in elderly persons and should not preclude a diagnosis of depression.”

Major depression is manifested by a combination of symptoms (see symptom list) that interfere with the ability to work, study, sleep, eat, and enjoy once pleasurable activities. Such a disabling episode of depression may occur only once but more commonly occurs several times in a lifetime.
 

Depression in the aging and the aged is a major public health problem. It causes suffering to many who go undiagnosed, and it burdens families and institutions providing care for the elderly by disabling those who might otherwise be able-bodied. What makes depression in the elderly so insidious is that neither the victim nor the health care provider may recognize its symptoms in the context of the multiple physical problems of many elderly people. Depressed mood, the typical signature of depression, may be less prominent than other depressive symptoms such as loss of appetite, sleeplessness, anergia, and loss of interest and enjoyment of the normal pursuits of life. There is a wide spectrum of depressive symptomatology as well as types of available therapies.

Cost to the nation 

Depression in seniors takes a large economic toll. The direct and indirect costs of depression have been estimated at $43 billion each year, not including pain and suffering and reduced quality of life
. Depression late in life is particularly costly because of its damaging effects on the physical health of elders. Older patients with depression visit the doctor and emergency room more often, incur higher outpatient charges and stay longer at the hospital
.
Medications

The most widely prescribed treatment for depression is a new class of anti-depressants called Selective serotonin reuptake inhibitors (SSRIs). Doctors often consider SSRIs, such as fluoxetine (Prozac, Sarafem), paroxetine (Paxil), sertraline (Zoloft) and citalopram (Celexa), as the first-line treatment for depression because they have fewer serious side effects than older medications. They seem to work by increasing the availability of the neurotransmitter serotonin in a person’s brain. Drugs similar to SSRIs include serotonin and norepinephrine reuptake inhibitors (SNRIs), such as nefazodone (Serzone), trazodone (Desyrel, Trialodine) and venlafaxine (Effexor), and dopamine reuptake inhibitors, such as bupropion (Wellbutrin, Zyban).
 
Diabetes
Incidence 

An estimated 17 million people – 6.2% of the population – in the United States have diabetes mellitus, a serious, lifelong condition. About 5.9 million people have not yet been diagnosed. Each year, about 798,000 people are diagnosed with diabetes. 

The prevalence of diabetes in men and women in the U.S. population increases significantly as we age. Based on the National Health and Nutrition Examination Survey III
, diabetes affects 20.2% of men and 17.8% of women between 60 and 75 and 21.1% and 17.5% respectively 75 and older.  The percentages among adults in their 50s are about half this level, while those in their 40s are one third that level.  The youngest adults, those between 20 and 30 are one-tenth the level of those over 75.

· Each year, 798,000 people are diagnosed with diabetes.

· The number of people diagnosed with diabetes has risen from 1.5 million in 1958 to 10.3 million in 1997, a six-fold increase.

Prevalence by type

· Type 1 diabetes accounts for 5% to 10% of all diagnosed cases of diabetes, and most often occurs in children and young adults.

· Type 2 diabetes accounts for 90% to 95% of all diagnosed cases of diabetes.

Cost to the nation 

These data are based on an American Diabetes Association study and are 1997 estimates of both the direct costs (cost of medical care and services) and indirect costs (cost of short-term and permanent disability, and premature death) attributable to diabetes itself. This study is a cost-of-disease study and estimates of the health care costs that are due specifically to diabetes.

· Total health care and related costs for the treatment of diabetes run about $98.2 billion annually.

· Of this total, direct medical costs (e.g., hospitalizations, medical care, treatment supplies) account for about $44.1 billion.

· The other $54.1 billion covers indirect costs such as disability payments, time lost from work, and premature death. 

Medications

The first line of treatment for type 2 diabetes in seniors often is meal planning for blood glucose control, weight loss and exercising. If these measures fail to bring blood sugar down to normal, the next step is taking medicine – either oral medications or insulin shots - that lowers blood sugar levels.
  Diabetes Medication calculation was based on Humalog Mix 30/70 (Insulin Human) cartridge and Vial (mean price $441 per patient per year).  
Osteoporosis

Incidence

Osteoporosis is a major public health threat for more than 44 million Americans, 68% of whom are women. In the U.S. today, 10 million individuals have the disease, including eight million women and two million men.  While osteoporosis is often thought of as an older person’s disease, it can strike at any age. 
 

Women 

· 80% of those affected by osteoporosis are women. 

· 5% of African-American women aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis; an estimated additional 35% have low bone mass that puts them at risk of developing osteoporosis. 

· 10% of Hispanic women aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis, and 49% of Hispanic women aged 50 and older are estimated to have low bone mass.  

· 20% of non-Hispanic white and Asian women aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis, and 52% of non-Hispanic white and Asian women aged 50 and older are estimated to have low bone mass.  

Men 

· 20% of those affected by osteoporosis are men. 

· 7% of non-Hispanic white and Asian men aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis, and 35% of non-Hispanic white and Asian men aged 50 and older are estimated to have low bone mass 

· 4% of non-Hispanic black men aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis, and 19% of non-Hispanic black men aged 50 and over are estimated to have low bone mass. 

· 3% of Hispanic men aged 50 and older are estimated to have osteoporosis, and 23% of Hispanic men aged 50 and over are estimated to have low bone mass. 

Cost to the nation
The estimated national direct expenditures (hospitals and nursing homes) for osteoporotic and associated fractures were $17 billion in 2001 ($47 million each day) - and the cost is rising. 

Medications 

Although there is no cure for osteoporosis, the following medications are approved by the FDA for postmenopausal women to prevent and/or treat osteoporosis: 

Estrogens (brand names such as Premarin, Ogen, Estrace, Estraderm, Estratab, Prempro and others) 

Alendronate (brand name Fosamax) 

Calcitonin (brand name Miacalcin) 

Raloxifene (brand name Evista)  

Risedronate (brand name Actonel) 

EVALUATION OF THE FREQUENCY AND MEDICARE COSTS OF TREATING HOSPITALIZED ELDERS FOR DEPRESSION, DIABETES AND OSTEOPOROSIS IN SIX SOUTHERN STATES
Arizona

Table 1 provides an overview of the actual number of reported cases, length of hospital stay, charges and final payments for Medicare clients for treatment of depression, diabetes and osteoporosis in Arizona.  These acute care inpatient hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $9.9 million is for diabetes, which is almost equal to the $4.7 to $4.9 million expended between the minor-to-moderate category and major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $0.37 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is the next highest with $6 million in hospital payments.  None of the 776 cases are severity adjusted.  Of the $0.47 million expended on osteoporosis cases treated, 44% was expended on minor-to-moderate cases and involved $0.21 million, while 56% or $0.27 million were major or extreme cases.

Of the $16.4 million Medicare dollars expended in Arizona acute care hospitals for these three conditions, 39% were expended for illnesses not classified by severity, 31% were classified as minor or moderate severity, while 30% were classified as major or extreme severity levels.

Arkansas

Table 2 provides an overview of the actual number of reported cases, length of hospital stay, charges and final payments for Medicare clients for treatment of depression, diabetes and osteoporosis in Arkansas. These acute care inpatient hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

The second largest category of care from among these three is the $9.5 million in depression treatment expended in Arkansas. None of the 1,376 cases are severity adjusted.  Note that the slightly higher Medicare spending of $9.51 million is for the 1,783 reported diabetes treatments.  Of this amount 63% or $5.8 million is in minor or moderate categories of severity with 36% or $3.4 million in major or extreme categories of severity.  Of the $0.54 million expended on osteoporosis cases treated, 57% was expended on minor-to-moderate cases and involved $0.31 million, while 43% or $0.23 million were major or extreme cases.

Of the $19.5 million Medicare dollars expended in Arkansas acute care hospitals for these three conditions, 50% were expended for illnesses not classified by severity, 32% were classified as minor or moderate severity, while only 19% were classified as major or extreme severity levels.

Table 3 provides an overview of the actual number of reported cases, length of hospital stay, charges and final payments for Medicare clients for treatment of depression, diabetes and osteoporosis in Florida. These acute care inpatient hospital cases provide an insight into average annual total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity. A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $49.9 million is for diabetes with $23.3 million (54%) expended on the minor-to-moderate categories of severity and $19.4 million (39%) in the major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $3.4 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is the next highest with $30.6 million in hospital payments.  None of the 4,851 cases are severity adjusted. Of the $3.4 million expended on osteoporosis cases treated, 37% were expended on minor-to-moderate cases and involved $1.2 million, while 61% or $2.1 million were major or extreme cases.

Annually $83.8 million was expended in Medicare dollars in Florida on these three conditions in acute care hospitals over this 12-month period.  Almost 41% was not severity adjusted, 34% was assessed as minor or moderate, while 26% was assessed as major or extreme severity.

Table 4 provides an overview of the actual number of reported cases, length of hospital stay, charges and final payments for Medicare clients for treatment of depression, diabetes and osteoporosis in Georgia. These acute care inpatient hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $23.7 million is for diabetes with $12.9 million (55%) expended between minor-to-moderate category and $9 million (38%) on major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $1.7 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is $10.8 million in hospital payments.  None of the 1,772 cases are severity adjusted.   Of the $1.4 million expended on osteoporosis cases treated, 35% were expended on minor-to-moderate cases and involved $0.6 million, while 57% or $0.8 million were major or extreme cases.

Of the $35.8 million Medicare dollars expended in Georgia acute care hospitals for these three conditions, $12.5 million (35%) were not severity adjusted, $13.5 million (38%) were minor or moderate, and $9.8 million (27%) were major or extreme conditions.

Table 5 provides an overview of the actual number of reported cases, length of hospital stay, charges and final payments for Medicare clients for treatment of depression, diabetes and osteoporosis in North Carolina.  These inpatient acute care hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $25.9 million is for diabetes, with $13.7 million (53%) expended on minor-to-moderate categories and $10.3 million (40%) on major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $1.9 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is the next highest with $8.7 million in hospital payments.  None of the 1,469 cases are severity adjusted.  Of the $1.95 million expended on osteoporosis cases treated, 48% were expended on minor-to-moderate cases and involved $0.93 million, while 52% or $1 million were major or extreme cases.

Of the $36.3 million Medicare dollars expended in North Carolina acute care hospitals for these three conditions, $10.7 million (29%) were not severity adjusted, while $14.4 million (40%) were classified as minor-to-moderate and $11.3 million (31%) were classified as major-to-extreme levels of severity.

These inpatient acute care hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $78.1 million is for diabetes, with $42.9 million (55%) expended between the minor-to-moderate category and $30.9 (40%) classified as major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $4.3 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is the next highest, with $24.5 million in hospital payments.  None of the 3,266 cases are severity adjusted.  Of the $3.7 million expended on osteoporosis cases, $1.9 million (52%) were expended on cases classified as minor-to-moderate and $1.8 million (48%) were classified as major or extreme.

Of the $106 million Medicare dollars expended in Texas acute care hospitals for these three conditions, $28.9 million  (27%) were not severity adjusted, $43.6 million (41%) were classified as minor-to-moderate severity, and 32% were classified as major-to-severe levels of severity.

These inpatient acute care hospital cases provide an insight into average and total hospital costs for just the elderly (over 65) by category of severity for this six state profile.  A discussion of the severity ranking is further examined in the appendix to this report.

Note that the highest Medicare spending of $197 million is for diabetes, with $107.4 million (55%) expended between minor-to-moderate category and $77.6 (39%) classified as major-to-extreme levels of severity.  The additional $11.9 million is classified as not adjusted for severity. Medicare spending for depression is the next highest with $90.1 million in hospital payments.  None of the 13,510 cases are severity adjusted. Of the $11.4 expended on osteoporosis cases, $5.2 million (46%) were expended on cases classified as minor-to-moderate, while $6.1 million (54%) were classified as major or extreme.

.

In total, across the six states examined, $102.8 million (34%) of all Medicare expenditures across these three examined conditions involved acute care hospitals stays that were not severity adjusted. Meanwhile $112.6 million (38%) were classified as minor-to-moderate severity, and $83.7 million (28%) were classified as major-to-severe levels of severity.

Key Findings

Depression

Major depression is very common in seniors.  So common, in fact, that the acute care hospital figures examined for this study significantly underestimate its prevalence and cost. This condition often is not diagnosed or coded (to protect privacy). Many studies show that depression can not only lead to hospitalization (often because of suicide risk), but also can prolong the hospitalization when it occurs concurrent with other medical conditions.

Since 70% of patients respond to medication therapy, it is reasonable to conclude that a large percentage of hospitalizations due directly to depression are preventable.  In the case of depression, complicating medical illnesses have been shown to increase hospitalization (frequency and duration) and negatively impact the prognosis.  As an example, patients with cardiovascular disease and depression have more cardiac events, require more procedures, and have a higher mortality than their non-depressed comparators. Undoubtedly a large fraction of these elders were those Medicare clients that did not have prescription drug coverage. 

Findings

Medicare payment for acute care hospital treatment of 13,510 elders with depression cost Medicare $90 million in 2001 with a per-patient cost of $6,666.

If all 13,510 elders who were admitted to acute care hospitals in the six states examined had had adequate access to care and were treated with prescription medication at an average annual cost of $1,000 each for each person with the condition, the total drug cost would be $13.5 million annually.  If just 70% were successfully treated with drug therapy alone, the potential Medicare savings would be $49.5 million annually. 

Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, these savings could conservatively amount to $247.5 million annually.

Diabetes

Diabetes (predominantly Type 2) is extremely common in the elderly.  Hospitalization with diabetes is usually due to one of three reasons: 

Uncontrolled diabetes manifesting itself as very high blood sugars (this would be a minority in this population as most Type 2 diabetics are not insulin dependent); 

The microvascular complications of diabetes (renal disease, retinal disease and neuropathy); and,

Cardiovascular disease including coronary artery disease and peripheral vascular disease. 

All three are amenable to prevention or treatment with pharmaceuticals.  There are many pharmaceutical options that make it possible to achieve good blood sugar control in most diabetics.  Control of the blood sugar has been shown to prevent or slow the progression of the microvascular complications in both Type 1 and 2 diabetes. The use of ACE inhibitors and the appropriate pharmaceutical control of high blood pressure have also been demonstrated to halt or slow the progression of renal disease due to microvascular complications of diabetes.  

Findings

Approximately $197 million in Medicare spending for diabetes was expended among 30,501 elders in 2001 in acute care hospital settings across the six states.

Of those treated, 23,670 had conditions that were minor, moderate or not rated; spending for these cases was $119.4 million, or $5,043. 

Assuming only half of these hospitalizations could be prevented with early detection, intervention and treatment with prescription drugs (based on an estimated per-person medication cost of $441 per year), the total cost for medication alone would be $10.6 million.  That means the potential annual Medicare savings would be $49.2 million.

Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, the total savings could amount to $246 million annually.

Osteoporosis

Osteoporosis is one of the most common, largely preventable diseases of aging.  Researchers indicate a variety of agents have been shown effective in preventing or treating osteoporosis and preventing fractures.  These include bisphosphonates, hormone replacement therapy, and raloxifene.  Early detection, treatment with prescription medication and other outpatient care is effective in reducing the severity, cost and complications of osteoporosis. 

Findings

In total, Medicare expended $11.4 million in treating 1,386 osteoporosis patients over the six states examined in acute care hospitals in 2001.

Approximately $5.3 million of this Medicare spending was for treating the 767 cases that were classified as minor or moderate or unclassified cases of osteoporosis.  If we assume just these 767 cases were diagnosed early and properly treated with effective prescription medication (at an estimated per-person medication cost of $1,500 annually), the total costs for medication would be $1.15 million annually.  The potential six-state Medicare savings alone would be $4.1 million annually.

Since these six states represent 20% of the U.S. population, these savings could amount to $20.5 million annually.

Conclusion

The potential aggregate savings that could incur from expanding prescription medication coverage to Medicare elders for the three chronic medical conditions across the six states studied is $102.8 million. Nationally the estimates for these three chronic conditions alone could sum to $514 million.  The potential nationwide savings from expanding access to prescription medication go well beyond these estimates if this analysis were expanded to a larger number of conditions.  

Increased access to prescription medications would improve the quality of life of our elders, reduce long term acute care hospital costs, and ultimately save millions through the broader use of medications that can stabilize conditions and help seniors avoid high-cost acute care and hospitalizations.

V. Appendix

Severity Summary Analysis Overview

The severity adjustment methodology used by IMS was originally developed by the Yale Medical School under a HCFA Grant.  It has since been modified, extended and refined by several other organizations.  The current product being used by IMS was developed by Integrated Resource Products, Inc. (IRP) of Waltham Massachusetts, and is based on the work released into the public domain by Yale.  The System uses the HCFA DRG as a beginning point.  Under the HCFA DRG scheme, just over 100 DRGs are presented in “pairs”, one with complications and co-morbidities and the other without.  Since the intent of the refinement method is to adjust for severity, the pairs are not necessary, so the first step is to collapse them into ADRGs (Adjacent DRGs).  These appear very much like the HCFA DRGs, but they are non-contiguous because the With CC and Without CC DRGs are combined.  They also added several more ADRGs specifically for Neonates, since the HCFA DRGs were originally intended to be used for Medicare patients, where neonates are not perceived as significant.

The ADRG table is the result of this process.  In assigning severity levels within ADRSs, all presented patient diagnoses and conditions are grouped into new ADRG categories which include a severity indicator.  Severity indicators range from a low of “1” to a high of “4” for procedural ADRDs, and from a low of “1” to a high of “3” for medical ADRGs.  In theory, a patient with a severity level of “1” can be expected to consume fewer hospital resources than a patient with a severity level of “4.”  In addition, a patient with a severity level of “4” can be expected to have greater likelihood of dying in the hospital than a patient with a severity level of “1.”  In some cases (early death, some neonates, some psychiatric) severity adjustment is not appropriate and the cases are assigned a severity level of “0”, indicating they are not adjusted.  Individual discharges are classified by severity as part of the grouping process.  The grouping software contains a set of ICD-9 tables that relate the severity of the specific ICD-9 code to the probable consumption of medical resources by a patient with that diagnosis.  In this analysis both primary and secondary codes are evaluated and the severity level is established.  Thus, comparing hospitals across severity levels within the same ADRG allows for a more realistic comparison of “apples to apples.”

Severity Break Report – The Severity Break report is basically a “Hospital Report Card”.  It has been set up by product line and uses the IRP ADRG Severity indicators in the analysis.  Three line items are noted for each product line:

Norm:  Norm Groups may be calculated and stored.  In many cases, all discharges in the State have been used to establish the norm group.  The number of cases in each severity level (Not Adjusted, Minor, Moderate, Major, Extreme Severity) are reflected, as well as the average charge, average LOS and total deaths.  The System also stores the percentage of cases in each severity level to use in the calculation of expected numbers (see discussion of expected below).

Expected:  The expected calculations are based on what the distribution of severity would be in the Hospital if it followed the pattern of the norm group.  If, for example, the norm group had 10,000 total cases, and 4,000 were in severity level 1, and the Hospital had 100 total cases, the expected value in level 1 would be 400.  The expected average charge is based on the actual distribution by severity level, as is the expected LOS.  The expected number of deaths is based on a calculation similar to the average charge and LOS.

Actual:  The actual data from the Hospital.

Deviation:  percentage of the actual above or below the expected.

In the Break Severity report, individual ADRGs are rolled up to the product line level.  Users need to look for severity profiles that are markedly different from those expected.  If the severity skews toward the low end, and the charges, LOS, and mortality are above expected, either the Hospital is treating a less severe than expected patient (and not doing it very effectively), or a coding problem may exist.  As the cover sheet indicates, the break field is the IRP ADRG Group, which is equivalent to the product line.  Generally, evaluations done using this methodology have been well accepted.

Methodology for calculation of Medication costs 

The average cost of prescription medication was developed from securing the top several medications at standard dosages (as provided in the medication usage literature supplied with each prescription by the manufacturer) estimating the mean cost of annual total cost (provided by Eckerd Drugs) 
 and then estimating the median value across these several medications for low and high dosage levels (derived from medication literature).  Osteoporosis medications chosen were Fosamax (Alendronate) tablet and Actonel (Risedronate Sodium) Mean price $1,500 per patient per year. Diabetes Medication was Humalog Mix 30/70 (Insulin Human) cartridge and Vial mean price $441 per patient per year.  Depression Medication was Prozac Capsule and Actonel (Risedronate Sodium Tablets) and Zoloft (Sertraline Hcl) Capsules with a mean price of $1,000 per patient per year.
